1. Third Examination 2025-26

S1-S5 third exam will be held from 9" June (Tuesday) to 22" June (Monday) 2026. Attached please find the
exam timetables of all forms and S1-S4 exam scopes.

2. Supplementary Examination Arrangement

If suspension of classes is announced by the Education Bureau during the examination period when Tropical
Cyclone Warning Signal No. 8 or above or the Red / Black Rainstorm Warning Signal is issued, examination will be
postponed. Please refer to the school website for further information.

Students who are absent from an examination because of illness may apply for a supplementary examination
with a letter by the parent and a medical certificate recommending sick leave on the date of examination by a qualified
medical practitioner. 80% of marks in supplementary examinations will be counted as exam marks. Students who are
absent from an examination without approval will gain no mark in the relevant examination paper.

Absence because of other personal emergencies may apply in writing for a supplementary examination. A
supplementary examination will only be arranged upon school approval.

The supplementary examination will be held on 23™ June (Tuesday) for students who are absent from the original
examination, subject to approval for a supplementary examination.

3. Policy on Promotion and Repetition

To help students set specific goals and enable them to build their foundation for learning, students who fail to
meet the criteria for promotion with their form positions ranking the bottom 15% annually in the whole form will be
required to attend consolidation classes on 2™, 3" & 6" July 2026 and take an end-of-course test on 13" July 2026.
To be promoted in the coming academic year, students should attend all consolidation lessons and pass the written
test.
