With all the marking, extra lessons, speech festival training and class affairs to deal with, members of the English Panel
were able to find some time for professional development. With the advent of the New Senior Syllabus it seemed apt to run
school-based professional development on topics included in the elective section of the new syllabus. As a result, Ms Judy
Keung ran two sessions on Learning English through Poems and Songs on the 12" November 2009 and 13" January 2010
at the school.

Ms Judy Keung has been a teacher for many years. She has a passion for poetry and is the author of 2 books entitled
“Footprints and Other Poems” and “Jump for Joy”. She is currently an English Literature teacher in a local school.

In the first session we were reminded of literary terms such as alliteration, metaphor, personification and simile and how
to use them. We browsed through fascinating and interesting work from her previous students and we were given the chance
to have a go at creating images using these language features. It was rather fascinating and intriguing to share the creations
of fellow teachers. To finish the session, some example activities of how to get students started at writing poetry were
shared with us. She suggested that we started with just writing short rhymes or even just a few lines using easy features like
onomatopoeia.

In the second session, Judy introduced us to the different kinds of poetry that students can be introduced to. We looked
at how to write Diamonte, Haiku and Shape poems as well as riddles. We were each challenged to produce a riddle for panel
members to guess the meaning. It was really fun and everyone had a good time discussing each riddle.

| found that what we learnt in both sessions was useful and practical. We were given plenty of ideas on how to help our
students understand poetry and even produce some simple poetry of their own.

In April, there will be two more sessions on Learning English through Poems and Songs. We are looking forward to
enhancing our skills in the teaching of Poems and Songs in the junior form curricula.
